





Fire prevention and protection
measures

eliminate and reduce fire hazards where
possible; and

evaluate and manage hazards which
cannot be avoided.

eliminating or reducing the risk from
dangerous substances and areas they are
stored in;

providing fire fighting and detection
equipment;

providing emergency routes, exits,
illumination and signage;

servicing and maintaining the fire
protection equipment that is provided,;

informing employees and others in the
premises;

training employees; and

organising co-ordination and co-operation
between all of the responsible persons
within multi-occupancy premises.

Frequency of assessments

significant changes have been made to
the layout of the premises;

there is a change to the number of people
working or visiting the workplace;

there is a change in the anticipated level
of response of people in an emergency
as a result of, for example, temporary or
permanent disability;

there is a change to the working
processes; or

there is a change to the materials being
used or stored in the workplace.

External control

The Fire Authority continues to be involved
in a role that includes responsibility for audit
and enforcement. An appointed inspector
has powers to:
enter the premises;
check whether the Order has been
complied with;
identify the responsible person for the
premises; and
see any records kept relating to the Order.

If actions that should have been carried out
under the Order have not been completed,
an Enforcement, Alterations or Prohibition
notice may be served upon the responsible
person.
